CREW 13 RESPONDS TO FLOODING
CAUSED BY TROPICAL STORM LEE

In September, Tropical Storm Lee caused major flood-
ing in Central Pennsylvania. In the Harrisburg area, the
Susquehanna River crested at 25.2 feet, 9 feet above
flood stage. This caused flooding along both the east
and west shores. Overall there were a number of
homes and businesses in the Borough of Worm-
leysburg that were flooded. Additionally many major
roads through town were closed due to high water.

Crew 13 responded to the disaster by going door to
door providing emergency information to residents,
answering phones, preparing meals for the first re-
sponders, and coordinating the distribution of supplies
to support the emergency relief efforts. As a result of
the help provided by the crew, first responders that
normally would have been assigned these tasks were
available to complete other much needed services.

After the water receded members of the crew assisted
in the clean-up efforts, pumping out flooded base-
ments, and clearing mud and debris from the roads.
Due to the scope of the damage the extra help was
appreciated by the firefighters and first responders,
many of which had been operating for days. By putting
their skills and training to use, the crew provided a
vital service to the community.

Venturing Crew 13, chartered by the West Shore Bu-
reau of Fire, is a program that is focused on emergen-
cy services. The crew meets monthly at station #2 in
Wormleysburg. Along with leadership training and
Venturing advancement opportunities, the members
of the crew learn basic firefighting, emergency prepar-
edness, and first aid skills. The goal of the crew is to
have fun and prepare the members to be ready to
assist during emergencies.

2013 NATIONAL JAMBOREE!

The National Scout Jamboree is a gathering, of thousands of mem-
bers of the Boy Scouts of America; The 2013 New Birth Of Freedom
Council Jamboree contingent will be open to 180 local Boy Scouts, 9
Ventures and 20 adult leaders.

Jamboree Location and Dates:

The 2013 National Jamboree will be held at The Bechtel Summit, WV
on July 15, 2013- July 24, 2013. In addition the New Birth of Free-
dom Council National Jamboree Committee may decide to approve
a few days of pre jamboree activities prior to the start of the Nation-
al Jamboree.

Projected Jamboree Fee:

The tentative participation fee for the National Jamboree is $1,250. This fee will remain tentative until the
Jamboree Committee selects possible additional pre-Jamboree activities that might occur on July 13 or 14. A
Nonrefundable registration deposit of $200 will be due at the time of registration and the second payment
of $200 is due by January 1, 2012. The jamboree fee covers transportation, tours, admission fees, all meals,
lodging, insurance and patrol and troop equipment. There are additional expenses that include uniforms,
personal gear, spending money and memorabilia items that are not covered by the 2013 National Jamboree
fee.

Who Can Attend:

The National Jamboree is open to all youth who are qualified on a first come first serve basis. A Scout who
has completed the 6th grade, or will be at least 12 years old and a 1st Class Scout by July 1, 2013, but not
have reached his 18th birthday by Aug. 3, 2013. Scouts will be assigned to a Jamboree troop consisting of 36
Scouts and 4 adult leaders. Each Scout will be a member of a patrol within the troop.

Adult Jamboree Leadership:

Adults leaders that wish to apply for a leadership position in the New Birth of Freedom National Jamboree
contingent must complete the online application process by January 31, 2012. All adult leader applications
will be reviewed by the New Birth of Freedom National Jamboree Committee. Adult leader applicants will
be invited to attend an interview in February of 2012. Those not selected will have an opportunity to apply
for a National Jamboree staff position.

CREWS ARE EXTENSIONS OF
BOY SCOUT TROOPS

By the time a Scout is 14 years of age, more than two-
thirds of his fellow first year Scouts have left Boy Scout-
ing. The statistics show a definite trend to break with a
troop at about the time high school starts. Many crews
are extensions of Boy Scout troops. This should be very

logical since senior Scouting was invented by Scoutmasters
as a means of keeping older boys involved. This means
giving them a program designed for older teens—more
challenge, more difficult, more advancement opportuni-
ties, more and great leadership opportunities, and major
trips. Plus, throw in being with your friends and girls and
you have a winner. Many Scoutmasters today recognize a
Venturing crew as an extension of their troop can be com-
plimentary not competitive.

Scoutmaster Challenges:

 Keeping 14-18 year old boys “engaged” in the troop.
¢ Challenging older Boy Scouts, while at the same time,
trying to attract and retain younger Boy Scouts.

e Competing with older Boy Scouts’ interests; cars, girls,
high school.

e Providing leadership/role model opportunities to all older
Boy Scouts.

e Giving younger Boy Scouts something to anticipate be-
yond the troop.

e Consistently offering exciting program.

Suggestions on how a Venturing Crew partnered with the
Troop can work together:

o It allows flexibility, boys can participate in both programs.
e Provides a program for daughters of Scouting families.

e Advancement opportunities for boys interested in pro-
gressing beyond Eagle.

® Boy Scouts ages 14 to 18 and adult leaders can be mem-
bers of both units; primary registration in the troop and
multiple in the crew (or vice versa) at NO EXTRA COST.

e The crew meets separately from the troop twice each
month and has occasional activities with the troop and
many on their own.

e Venturers in the troop, (especially troop leaders) are ex-
pected to participate in both units.

e Let the Venturers take over some activities previously
done by troop adult leaders such as a leadership training
weekend for the troop leaders.

* One committee - One calendar
¢ A crew should not appear to be competing with a troop!

e Recruit an Assistant Scoutmaster or committee member
to serve as Crew Advisor.

e Younger Boy Scouts think of the crew as extension of the
troop. Something to aspire to!

The national office has recently released a new Guide to Ad-
vancement and with that book a new edition of the Eagle Scout
Project Workbook has also been released. This new workbook

has the core essentials of the previous edition but with some
differences helping the Eagle candidate in putting the project
together as well as keeping organized in its completion. There
are now four forms within the booklet:

The Project Proposal — The first part of the booklet is the form
that will be used to secure the approval of the unit, benefiting
organization and the district advancement committee.

The Final Plan — This is an area that assists in detailing everything needed within the project itself
and a guide in the prospective Eagle Scout in completing the requirement.

A Fundraising application — This is necessary if the project would have funds or materials being
obtained from a source outside the unit or members of the Scout’s family.

The Project Report — The portion to be completed when the project is finished. This form is
strongly encouraged to still be accompanied by photographs, receipts, maps, handouts and any
other documentation showing the finished project as well as the steps taken to completion.

The new workbook is available and ready to be used now as a PDF fillable edition. A link to the
workbook can be found on the advancement page of the NBOFC website at
www.newbirthoffreedom.org/districts/advancement. Scouts are strongly encouraged to start
using the new booklet as they begin the Eagle process. There is a transition period between the
old and new editions with the deadline being December 31, 2011.
