What is Adventure Camp?

e Cub Scout Adventure Camp is an evening-only program offered to Cub Scouts during
the month of July and early August. All Tigers, Wolves, and Bears are eligible to attend.
The purpose of Cub Scout Adventure Camp is to provide a fun and educational program
for the Scout and his or her entire family. Cub Scouts can attend any session based on the
convenience of the family’s schedule and location. Each session is 5 days long.

Who Can Attend Adventure Camp?

e Webelos can attend Adventure Camp, however, the program is designed for Tigers,
Wolves, and Bears. According to the Age-Appropriate Guidelines for Camping that are
published by the National Council of the Boy Scouts of America, Lions are not permitted
to attend Summer Adventure Camp. Youth recruited into the Lion program are to start
officially in the Pack in the fall and should not be recruited during the spring. Lions are
permitted to attend day camps and family camping after they have joined in the fall.

Cost of Camp

e $90 before May 15; $110 May 15 and after.

Refund Policy

o After May 30: $50 per Cub Scout is non-refundable. Deposit payments are transferable
to another Scout but cannot be applied to an existing reservation. All requests for refunds
must be in writing and must be received by the council service center by Sept. 1st.
Refunds may be granted for medical emergencies or a death in the family.

Camp Policies

e Camp Security:
o Staff are identified with their Staff T-shirt and nametag lanyard
= Staff must sign in and sign out each day of camp.
= Medics will have safety vests to identify them.
o Participants are identified with their wristbands.
= A Permission form is required if the child is being picked up by or
dropped off by someone other than their parents or legal guardians.
(This is part of the BSA Medical Form located at the bottom of
Part A).
= Participants must sign in and sign out with their assigned staff
member each day.

o Visitors must sign in and sign out each day at the administrative area for

the camp and will receive a paper wrist band to wear during their visit.
¢ Release of Campers Policies

o Parents should complete the early release form and submit a copy to the
Camp Director if a child will be picked up from camp early at any time
during the week. (Copies of this form are available on our website).

e Late Arrival and Attendance

o Daily attendance is tracked so Cub Scouts who arrive after the opening
ceremony should report to the Camp Director to sign in.

o In cases of absences, a Cub Scout’s family will be contacted shortly after
program begins.

e Medical Emergencies

o A Health Officer is onsite and should be contacted in cases of medical
emergencies.

o Camp Director or designee needs to also be notified immediately.

o The situation will be assessed by the Health Officer and the best action
pursued.

o Ifany camper needs to be transported to the hospital, the parent or
emergency contact will be notified. In life-threatening situations,
emergency medical aid will be summoned, then the parents or emergency
contact will be notified.

e Tobacco and Alcohol Policy

o All Cub Scout Adventure Camp venues are to be treated as tobacco-free
facilities. Smoking, including vapes and e-cigarettes, will only be allowed
in designated areas. This area must always be out of sight of the Scouts
and away from any buildings. Alcohol is absolutely prohibited.



e Refund Policy

o After May 30: $50 per Cub Scout is non-refundable. Deposit payments are
transferable to another Scout but cannot be applied to an existing
reservation. All requests for refunds must be in writing and must be
received by the council service center by Sept. 1st. Refunds may be
granted for medical emergencies or a death in the family.

e Emergency Procedures
o INCLEMENT WEATHER PLAN:

Most camp activities can be carried out in light rain, especially if
the Scouts and adults are dressed appropriately. In some cases,
rainy-day activities may be substituted. In the case of heavy rain or
thunderstorm, an Air Horn with two blasts will be used, direct your
den into the designated inclement weather shelter until it passes.
Encourage the youth to stay with their buddy and make sure each
scout is accounted for. The Camp Director and Program Director
will decide when to resume normal activities.

Tornado:

e If atornado watch comes into effect or if a tornado is
spotted, proceed with your den to the inclement weather
shelter and wait for further instructions. Encourage the
youth to stay with their buddy and make sure each scout is
accounted for. The camp director and program director will
decide when to resume normal activities.

Fire Plan:

e If a fire has been spotted, the camp director should be
notified immediately. An Air Horn with two blasts will be
used. Den Walkers are to gather their dens together quickly
and head to the inclement weather shelter. If the fire is in
the inclement weather shelter, lead your den to the front of
the property. Youth should be lined up in the buddy system
so that all can be accounted for. Should fire trucks come,
continue to keep the youth together in dens in this
designated area. The camp director and program director
will let everyone know when programs can be resumed.

o Lost Youth Plan:

Once it is determined that a youth is not with their group and is not
accounted for, the Den Walker IMMEDIATELY NOTIFIES THE
CAMP DIRECTOR. If the director is not available, notify the
Program Director. When the lost youth plan goes into effect an Air
Horn with three blasts will be used, Den Walkers are to bring their
dens to the inclement weather shelter and remain there until
notified.

Younger and Older Non-Cub Scout Age Siblings

e Non- Cub Scout age younger and older siblings can attend adventure camp with their
families. Their parents/guardians must be always with them. Select activities may be
available for them to participate in depending on the availability of staff and materials.
Any siblings who are of Cub Scout age (6 years old to 10 years old) can either register to
be a participant in the full camp experience or attend a camp like the other non-Cub Scout
age siblings.

Family Member Expectations While at Camp

o All family members who attend Cub Scout Adventure Camp with their participating
family members are to remain with those family members at all times and travel from
station to station as the participants participate in the various activities the camp has to
offer.

Summer Adventure Camp. Youth recruited into the Lion program are to start officially in
the Pack in the fall and should not be recruited during the spring. Lions are permitted to
attend day camps and family camping after they have joined in the fall.

Webelos/Arrow of Lights at Adventure Camp

e Webelos and Arrow of Light Scouts can attend Adventure Camp, however, the program
is designed for Tigers, Wolves, and Bears.

PA State Clearances

e Parents attending with their Family:

o Parents that register to attend as a family and not part of a pack, will
participate in a Den with a trained and certified Den Walker. We
recommend that parents who attend as part of the family camp take Youth
Protection Training and get their Pennsylvania clearances, but they are not
required to do so. Adults participating as a family are permitted to only be
responsible for their own children and may not serve as the responsible
adult for other Scouts.

Tiger Adult partners at Adventure Camp

e Tiger Cubs require an adult partner who is not serving in another role at camp. The
basic element of Tiger Cubs is the Tiger Cub-Adult Partner team. The adult may be a
parent, brother, sister, aunt, uncle, or even a neighbor. The requirements are that the adult
partner be 18 years of age or older, care about the Tiger, and be strongly committed to the
Tiger Cub’s well-being. The child and the adult partner join Tiger Cubs together. For a
new Tiger Cub to participate in any Scouting activity including adventure camp, a Tiger
Partner is required. Their focus is on their Tiger Cub, and therefore cannot be serving in
any other role at adventure camp.

Meals at Camp

e Meals will not be served at camp. We encourage everyone to make certain to grab a
bite to eat before coming to camp.
